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Purpose:

Our purpose is to assist inmates in successfully transitioning from incarceration to becoming a responsible and productive member of society through a partnership with the NC Department of Corrections, the NC Department of Health and Human Services, and all other Community Resources.

Our Target Areas:

We have and continue to place applicants all over the state of North Carolina. We have even placed people coming from New Mexico, Maryland, South Carolina and Alabama.
Our Plan of Action:

To mentor re-entering individuals by arranging for house interviews, assisting them in getting established in an Oxford House, and providing assistance with obtaining necessary community services to ensure their successful transition.

To educate individuals and facilities on the Oxford House model and the value of Oxford House living through orientation seminars at various Department of Corrections Facilities and Criminal Justice Programs.
Factors to be Considered in Screening Potential Clients:

· Is the individual willing and able to live in a shared housing arrangement?

· Has the individual shown reasonable behavior in their present setting?

· Has the individual expressed a determination to succeed in their own recovery?

· Does the individual have a recovery plan when they are released?

· Is the individual employable?
