An in prison transitional program designed to assist the community by preparing the offender for release.

The program is taught by mentors who will help the inmate transition from prison to society.

The Shortimer Program consists of 8 two-hour sessions training the inmate in the following areas:

· Choices, goals, problem solving
· Assessing job skills, interests and talents
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· Job applications, interview skills

· Identification and bonding

· Developing a “home plan”, budgeting, credit repair

· Transportation options and solutions

· Addictions, support groups, community services

· Parenting and building positive relationships 

· Providing guidance once offender is released

The objective of this program is to reduce recidivism by bring- ing the offender up to date and equipping him with the tools required for successful transition into society.
